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B Function Descriptions

@ Power switch: long press to power on/off the amplifier.

(@ LED display: display information such as the current work mode and battery
level. There are five work modes, which are Bluetooth mode, USB mode, TF mode,
AUX input mode and Recording mode. " "is the battery level symbol which
does not show when power is sufficient, but flashes when power is low and
requires charging in time. While charging, the battery symbol appears and then
disappears when fully charged. "— ———"shows up when the amplifier is

idle for 15 minutes and enters standby status. Press any button to wake up the

amplifier.
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3 Volume "+" button: press to gradually increase the volume level.
@ Volume "-" button: press to gradually decrease the volume level.
® "M" mode button: when powered on, short press it to switch among work modes,
accompanied by corresponding voice prompts. Once an AUX audio source or a TF
card is inserted, the device will automatically switch to AUX mode or TF mode.
While a storage device and a mic are connected, long press this button to enter
recording mode, accompanied by a “REC” symbol on LED display and a
“Recording mode” voice prompt. During recording, the LED display shows
recording duration in “00:00” format. Long press this button again to exit and
save recording. Upon exiting recording mode, the device will automatically play
the newly recorded audio in a loop.

®l4d Previous track button: short press to switch to the previous track; long press
to decrease reverberation.
@M Play/Pause button: short press to play or pause the music; long press to enter/

exit single track loop; while in Bluetooth mode, long press to exit Bluetooth mode.

@M Next track button: short press to switch to the next track; long press to
increase reverberation.

® TF card slot: insert a TF memory card following the labeled direction until you
hear a click to install it in place. To remove the TF card, press it down until it clicks
to eject the card.

Tip: Please make sure the audio files in the TF card are stored in MP3 or WAV
format, otherwise it won't be readable and may even damage the device. Please
format the TF card to FAT16 or FAT32 file system before copying songs, because
other file system (e.g., exFAT, NTFS) will cause failure to save recordings or

play songs.
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USB interface: insert a USB flash drive to play audio files.

@ MIC input: insert a wired mic to start wired voice amplification. Do not point the
mic capsule towards the loudspeaker to avoid feedback.

@ AUX input: connect to a playback device (e.g., phone, tablet, MP3 player) via

a @3.5mm audio cable, so to use the amplifier as an active speaker.

@ Charging port: charge the amplifier via a Type-C charging cable. Please use a
standard 3C-certified 5V/1A adapter to charge the amplifier.

Strap clip: used to install the shoulder strap for wearing the amplifier

across shoulder.

Lavalier Microphone
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@ Power switch: Slide the switch to "ON" to power on, and "OFF" to turn off.

@ Volume buttons: Press or long press the "+" button to increase the mic volume
and the "-" button to decrease it, level by level or continuously, with a total of
9 volume levels.

® Working indicator light: Flashes blue while pairing; solid blue when paired
successfully; flashes red if low battery.

@ Charging indicator light: Solid red during charging; red light off when fully
charged.

® Charging port: Insert a USB-C charging cable into this port and connect the
other end to a USB charger to charge the mic.

® Clip: For fixing the mic to lapel.

B Operating Instructions

I. Usage Instructions

Turn on the voice amplifier and lavalier mic to auto-pair. When the mic indicator
light changes from flashing to steady and the voice amplifier outputs sound while
you speak into the mic, pairing is successful.

If there's signal interference, follow below steps to re-pair:

1. Pairing Process

@ Press and hold the volume "+" and "-" buttons on the lavalier mic
simultaneously for 2s to enter pairing mode, the mic indicator light will flash
blue rapidly. Immediately power on the voice amplifier to start pairing. When the
mic indicator light changes from flashing to steady and the voice amplifier
outputs sound while you speak into the mic, pairing is successful.

@ If no sound output from the amplifier when speaking into the mic, the pairing

was unsuccessful. Please repeat the above steps to re-pair.

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11. Wireless Playback Pairing

When using this device for the first time, it needs to be paired and connected with
a mobile phone or wireless playback device. The steps are as follows:

1. Turn on the power switch of the amplifier. Press the "M" button to switch to the
wireless playback mode. When the display shows "BLUE" mode, indicating it is in
search and pairing mode.

2. 0n your phone, access the "Settings" menu and enable the wireless playback
function. Search for "TAKSTAR EBW" and connect to it. A voice prompt will
confirm the successful wireless playback connection.

3. Next time you power on the device and select the wireless playback mode, if it
has been previously paired, it will automatically reconnect to the last used

playback device.
