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INS INPUT (UNBALANCE): @6.35mm connector for guitar or instrument input.

INS REVERB: turn clockwise to increase reverb level of instrument, vice versa.

. INS DELAY: turn clockwise to increase delay of instrument, vice versa.

.MICINPUT 1 (MIC/LINE): 86.35mm connector for wired microphone or wireless receiver input.

. MIC/GUITAR SWITCH (MIC/LINE): impedance switch between Microphone (Left) and Guitar (Right).

. MIC REVERB: turn clockwise to increase reverb level of microphone, vice versa.

. MIC DELAY: turn clockwise to increase delay of microphone, vice versa.

. MICINPUT 2 (MIC/LINE): 86.35mm connector for wired microphone or wireless receiver input.

. MIC/GUITAR SWITCH (MIC/LINE): impedance switch between Microphone (Left) and Guitar (Right).

10. MIC REVERB: turn clockwise to increase reverb level of microphone, vice versa.

11. MIC DELAY: turn clockwise to increase delay of microphone, vice versa.

12. ACCOMPANIMENT INPUT L-CHANNEL (L/MONO): 6.35mm input, as well as stereo accompaniment audio
input.

13. ACCOMPANIMENT INPUT R-CHANNEL (R): 6.35mm connector for accompaniment audio input.

14. ACCOMPANIMENT VOLUME: turn clockwise to increase volume of accompaniment, vice versa.

15. WEBCAST RECORDING INPUT (STEREO): 3.5mm smartphone connector, which can connect to a
livestreaming smartphone/tablet via a smartphone audio cable.

16. WEBCAST VOLUME: turn clockwise to increase volume for webcast, vice versa.

17. POWER INDICATOR (POW/LOW): illuminates green when powered on and working, illuminates red when
requires charging.

18. CHARGING INDICATOR (CHL/FUL): illuminates red when charging, illuminates green when fully charged
and should then be disconnected from AC power.

19. INS BASS: turn clockwise to boost low-frequency gain of instrument, vice versa.

20. INS MIDDLE: turn clockwise to boost mid-frequency of instrument, vice versa.

21. INS TREBLE: turn clockwise to boost high-frequency of instrument, vice versa.

22. INS VOLUME: turn clockwise to increase volume of instrument, vice versa.

23. CHANNEL-1 MIC BASS: turn clockwise to boost low-frequency gain of microphone, vice versa.

24. MIC MIDDLE: turn clockwise to boost mid-frequency of microphone, vice versa.

25. MIC TREBLE: turn clockwise to boost high-frequency of microphone, vice versa.

26. MIC VOLUME: turn clockwise to increase volume of microphone, vice versa.

27. CHANNEL-2 MIC BASS: turn clockwise to boost low-frequency gain of microphone, vice versa.

28. MIC MIDDLE: turn clockwise to boost mid-frequency of microphone, vice versa.

29. MIC TREBLE: turn clockwise to boost high-frequency of microphone, vice versa.

30. MIC VOLUME: turn clockwise to increase volume of microphone, vice versa.

31. HEADPHONE MONITOR: 6.35mm stereo output for headphone connection or linking with another
amplifier.

32. HEADPHONE VOLUME: turn clockwise to increase volume of headphone, vice versa.

33. STEREO OUTPUT: @3.5mm stereo audio signal output.

34. MASTER VOLUME: controls the overall volume level of the speaker.

35. POWER SWITCH: flip upward to power on, or downwards to power off.
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36. Charging Connector: 110-220V AC, 50/60Hz.

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Webcast Connection Diagram

Description

1. Turn the MIC Volume, Accompaniment Volume, Monitor Volume and Master Volume counterclockwise to
the minimum.

2. Plug the 6.35mm microphone cable into the MIC/LINE input socket on the speaker (gear switched to MIC).

3. Insert the 86.35mm monitor headphone plug into the PHONES input jack on the speaker; if your monitor
headphone does not have a 6.35mm connector, use a 3.5mm-to-6.35mm-TRS adapter (not included in the
package).

4. For accompaniment input, use a 3.5mm(3-pole)-to-dual-RCA adapter, connect one end to the smartphone,
and the other dual-RCA end to the LINE IN (R+L) stereo inputs on the speaker (audio cable and adapter are
not included in the package).

5. For webcast via smartphone, please connect one end of the smartphone audio cable (4-pole 3.5mm plug
on both ends) to the respective socket on the speaker, and the other end on the livestreaming phone. Use
an OTG adapter if your phone does not have a 3.5mm jack (phone audio cable and OTG adapter are not
included in the package)

6. Turn on the speaker power, adjust the volume knobs of microphone, accompaniment, monitor and
webcast to desired levels, then adjust the microphone reverb, delay, treble/bass gain (recommended to
turn to the middle), next adjust the master volume to a desired level to start your webcast performance.
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Guitar/Vocal Connection Diagram

Description

1. Turn the MIC Volume, Accompaniment Volume, Monitor Volume and Master Volume counterclockwise to
the minimum.

2. Plug the 6.35mm microphone cable into the MIC/LINE input socket on the speaker (gear switched to MIC).

3. Plug one end of the guitar cable into the LINE IN (UNBALANCE) input on the speaker, and the other end to
the guitar or instrument output connector.

4. Turn on the speaker power, adjust the volume knobs of microphone and guitar to desired levels, then
adjust the reverb, delay, treble/bass gain (recommended to turn to the middle) respectively, next adjust the
master volume to a desired level to start your webcast performance.

Note: To link another OP-8 in the system, use a 3.5mm-to-dual-RCA cable, with one end connected to the LINK
socket on one speaker, and the other dual-RCA end connected to the LINE IN (R+L) stereo inputs on the other
speaker. (Audio cable and adapter are not included in the package).

m Notice

In case of howling/feedback while using a microphone, try increasing the distance between the microphone

and the speaker; if the issue remains, properly lower the mid-frequency or volume of the microphone.

m Bluetooth Pairing

Upon initial use, please pair the speaker with your mobile phone or other Bluetooth device, as shown in the

following steps:

1. Turn on the speaker power switch, and when you hear the voice prompt “Bluetooth is ready” , the
speaker will be available for pairing.

2. Enterthe “Setting” menu on your mobile phone, find the Bluetooth setting, turn on Bluetooth, wait until

“TAKSTAR OP-8” is discovered, then tap on it to connect (input password: 8888). When connected

successfully, the speaker will prompt a voice message “Bluetooth connected” .

m Charging Indicator

1. The speaker supports operation while charging.

2. During charging, the speaker indicator illuminates red, and turns green when fully charged. Charging via a
live power outlet takes approximately 3.5 hours for a full charge.

Note: To ensure battery durability, charging while the device is in operation is designed to be slower,

therefore it's recommended that you charge the speaker when it's powered off. It's recommended to fully

charge the device before first use. Please charge the speaker once every 6 months if not used for extended

periods, to avoid over discharge which will affect the battery performance. Unplug the power cord as well if

not used for extended periods.

m Cautions
